Six Year Net 2008 - Analysis of 2008 Results

The Six Year Net test is divided into several tests of literacy. The results inform teaching to enhance the strengths of the child and address needs of the child. The test are taken on or immediately after the students sixth birthday.

Running Records (Reading Level)

The child is tested on three levels of reading: an easy level, an instructional level and a hard level of text.

The running records are then analysed to see what strategies the child uses and neglects on each level of text. 
Our aim is for most students reading between Blue, level 9 and Orange Level 16 when they turn 6 or after 1 year of school.

Levels 12, 13 and 14 (green on colour wheel) are at an approximate Reading Age of 6 years.

Above - Turquoise Level 17+

At - between Blue, level 9 and Orange Level 16

Below - Yellow level 8 and below
2008 - 70% of all students are reading at or above expectation.
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As can be seen from the graph we continue to have an increase of students scoring below our expectations in 2008.  We believe that students are entering school with lower skills and readiness to progress.  During 2009 we will continue to use our annual student achievement targets and goals to focus on identifying and supporting students who are at risk of not achieving in reading in years 1 and 2.  We will also focus staff development on effective teaching of literacy in this area.
Letter Identification

The student is tested on letter identification of both lower and uppercase letters. They are able to give an identification, sound or word response.

Based on the bell Curve the Norm for this item is 60% of all students performing at Stanine 5 or above

62% of all pupils are performing at Stanine 5 or above

50% of Maori Students are performing at Stanine 5 or above (based on only 6 pupils)
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Concepts about Print

The student is tested on what they know about orientation, directionality, first and last concepts, reordering of letters and words, reversible words and punctuation.

Based on the bell Curve the Norm for this item is 60% of all students performing at Stanine 5 or above

36% of all pupils are performing at Stanine 5 or above

17% of Maori Students are performing at Stanine 5 or above. (Based on only 6 pupils)
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Word Reading 

The student is asked to read a list of high frequency words.

Based on the bell Curve the Norm for this item is 60% of all students performing at Stanine 5 or above

48% of all pupils are performing at Stanine 5 or above

17% of Maori Students are performing at Stanine 5 or above (based on only 6 pupils)
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Writing Vocabulary

Students are asked to write all the words they know independently. Teachers are able to ask them to write from a list of words. They have ten minutes to complete the task. No teaching or prompting is allowed.

Based on the bell Curve the Norm for this item is 60% of all students performing at Stanine 5 or above 

42% of all pupils are performing at Stanine 5 or above

17% of Maori Students are performing at Stanine 5 or above (based on only 6 pupils)
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Hearing and Recording Sounds in Words (Dictation)

The student is asked to record a story dictated by the teacher. They are assessed on how well they hear and record sounds in the correct sequence.

Based on the bell Curve the Norm for this item is 60% of all students performing at Stanine 5 or above

46% of all pupils are performing at Stanine 5 or above

17% of Maori Students are performing at Stanine 5 or above (based on only 6 pupils)
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Over all Performance

Summary Comment

Student achievement in these tests continues to be of concern– staff development and student achievement targets will again focus on reading and writing in years 1 and 2 during 2009.  However we still continue to have 70% of our students reading at or above the expected level at 6 or after one year of school.
Maori Achievement

It is difficult to use the figures for Maori in this sample to make any conclusions because it is based on only 6 students.
