Student Achievement Report – Term 1 2009

Listening Comprehension - Progress and Achievement Test - Term 1 2009
This tool assesses students listening comprehension ability and compares their performance to norms (Bell Curve of Normal Distribution). The test consists of a set of passages that are read to the students’ followed by sets of questions that are also read to the students – answers are multi choice.

It is a useful assessment tool in that it enables us to identify students who perform well in oral situations but poorly in written situations. We look for a disparity between the asTTle and PAT Listening results. These are often students with average to above average intelligence but who have difficulties with reading or writing.

As a result they are used by teachers to identify students who need targeted teaching and learning

For the purposes’ of this report an overall stanine mark is used. (See the graph at the end of this document for a definition of stanines.
As a measure of achievement we can use stanine 5 and above. NZ norms place 60% of students at stanine 5 or above.

(Please note percentage figures are rounded to the nearest whole number.)

Achievement Summary
Overall performance in PAT Listening Test Kapanui School is positive.  When we compare Kapanui to the NZ Norms of students at or above Stanine 5 – NZ Norm =60%

We exceed this in 4 out of 6 of the year groups.

In the highest stanines of 8 and 9 Kapanui exceeds the NZ Norm in 3 out of the 6 year groups. 

When we compare students who score in the lower stanines, 1 – 3 (NZ norm 23%) we note that we have less percent of students in these stanines in 4 out of the 6 year groups.
Maori Performance compared to National Norms based on the percentage of Maori students at or above Stanine 5 (Norm =60%).  At Kapanui Maori students exceed the NZ norm in 3 out of the 6 year groups.
However when we compare Maori students who score in the lower stanines, 1 – 3 (NZ norm 23%) we note higher percentages that score in these lower stanines in 4 out of the 6 year groups. 

When noting the percentages for Maori it must be remembered that each year group contains only a small number of Maori students and therefore the percentages represent only a few students and therefore can vary.
