School Lunches 
ezlunch orders via kindo will stop on 6 DECEMBER and resume next year. 
 
Bring Your Own Device (BYOD) 
BYOD is Bring Your Own Device.  This is available at Kapanui School for children in Year 5 and above.   We 
recommend Chromebooks or laptops as a keyboard is essential for ease of use. Currently Noel Leeming 
and Harvey Norman are selling HP and Lenovo chrome books for under $350. They are light, functional, 
quick to start up and operate, have a keyboard and are perfect for school use. Our local colleges also use 
chrome books so devices purchased at primary school can be taken on to college.  If you would like to read 
more about BYOD at Kapanui School please click here or go to our website and click on the BYOD tab on 
the home screen.  
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BYOD is not compulsory, however there are benefits for children’s learning at school and home if they are 
able to bring their own device to school each day.  We do have class sets of chrome books, however the 
costs of upgrading these is a substantial cost to the school. Chromebooks will easily last for 4 to 5 years if 
looked after by the children.  
 
Reducing Waste and Rubbish at Kapanui 
We are making an effort to keep our school tidier and reduce the amount of soft plastic and rubbish at 
school. Please make an effort to remove plastic wrapping and consider ways to stop plastic coming into 
school. We are still asking children to take their rubbish home with them. A few tips are 

 Use a lunchbox with compartments so food can be neatly stored in a fairly airtight fashion. 
 Use reusable plastic containers for nuts, raisins, chippies instead of bringing the soft plastic packets 

to school. 
 Bring to school REAL fruit instead of fake fruit sucky things!  
 Ditch the glad wrap, pottles and as many unnecessary plastics as possible. 
 Bring only water to school please.  Milk will still be provided at school. 

 
All of these are simple and easy things to do and will keep our school cleaner and will ultimately save the 
planet!
