Bring Your Own Device (BYOD) 
BYOD is Bring Your Own Device.  This is available at Kapanui School for children in Year 5 and above.   We 
recommend Chromebooks as a keyboard is essential for ease of use. Currently Noel Leeming and Harvey 
Norman are selling HP and Lenovo chrome books for under $350. They are light, functional, quick to start 
up and operate, have a keyboard and are perfect for school use. Our local colleges also use chrome books 
so devices purchased at primary school can be taken on to college.  If you would like to read more about 
BYOD at Kapanui School please click here or go to our website and click on the BYOD tab on the home 
screen.  
 
BYOD is not compulsory, however there are benefits for children’s learning at school and home if they are 
able to bring their own device to school each day.  We do have class sets of chrome books, however the 
costs of upgrading these is a substantial cost to the school. Chromebooks will easily last for 4 to 5 years if 
looked after by the children.

Be emailed from your mykindo account email address.  State the current balance on the account 
Provide the bank account number for refunding the balance (or ask for it to be forwarded to the school)
